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PEACH TREE CARE SHEET
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Zone 4-8

Slow Growth

Deciduous Tree

Full Sun

Moderate Moisture

Well-Drained Soil

PLANTING
1. Choose a sunny protected location

2. North side of property is suitable for areas with late spring frost

3. Needs rich, moist, well-drained soil that is slightly acidic

4. Use Bio-Tone Starter Plus to enhance root development and protect against drought

5. Keep soil consistently moist

6. Mulch in circle around tree but keep away from trunk

7. Remove any sprouts and suckers

8. Trees bear on 1-year-old wood only-prune out old wood each year when trees are dormant and dry

9. Thin fruits to 6” apart after normal fruit drop

HARVEST
1. Trees bear fruit in 2-3 years

2. Fruit ripens anywhere from midsummer to midautumn, depending on variety

3. Pick fruit when all green coloration is gone-use slight upward twist to pick

4. Ripe fruit stores in refrigerator only a few days

5. Sliced fruit mixed with lemon juice can be stored in freezer up to 6 months

6. Prune out any sick or damaged wood immediately

7. Clean up any dropped fruit or debris around tree
CULTIVAR
‘Red Haven’   Zone 5-9   12’-15” Height

           This variety is the most widely planted peach. It is a semidwarf that produces fruit in 3-5 years. It can be harvested in late July. Trees should be spaced 15’-20’ feet apart. This tree is known to be vigorous, strong, and self-fertile. It is resistant to leaf spot. The fruit is a semicling peach that is medium size, nearly fuzzless, and fine flavored with firm, red and golden yellowed flesh.
